An Interesting Proposal...

About two weeks ago we received a phone call from a gentleman who said he had been a sponsor for another local pregnancy center and had a business
proposal for us. Still a few sentences into our conversation, | thought that this must be a sales call. So | prepared myself for his next sentence to be that he
wanted to schedule a time to come by and make some sort of business presentation (like lowering our electricity rate). Boy, was | wrong!

This unknown gentleman let us know that he had purchased a vacant building downtown (to be renovated) a few years back and he wondered if we could use
it. He explained that he had then felt God showing him this building could be used as a place where people in emotional crisis (especially those with a
criminal record) could come to study the Bible. However, he had run into roadblocks with the various potential host churches and he had given up on this idea
until recently. Through a series of prayers and events, he felt led to call us to see if we could use this building and perhaps he could even donate it to us
(warranty deed and all) if it would meet our needs. He said the building was about 2,600 square feet (almost 700 square feet larger than our current

location where we rent), and was located in downtown Cleburne, right across from the courthouse. By this time my chin was on the floor...

Could we use it??? We had already been talking about how cramped things would be at our current location, once we are able to add sonogram services on
site. We had construction plans to reduce the size of the waiting room/parenting classroom to make room for storage and the sonogram equipment, exam table,
etc. in the third counseling room. Of course, this room would also be cramped because we would still need to squeeze in a nurse's desk and couch & chair to
use for overflow counseling. Carpet would also need to be pulled up for the medical area, etc. Though all of these plans were doable, they would require some
construction and several thousand dollars for renovations. So, yes, we definitely could use it! But we still needed to make sure that this was in God's will for the
Cleburne Pregnancy Center...

Within the next couple of days we went by to see the building and to meet this gentleman (David Shipman). We had a chance to visit while he told us his
personal testimony and the vision God gave him for how this building would be used. As we heard his vision and we walked around the building, it became more
and more apparent that this was likely a provision by God for the Cleburne Pregnancy Center. Not only was this a much larger location at the best spot in the
county (free advertising at the main intersection of the county seat!), but it also fulfilled his vision in an unexpected way. The Cleburne Pregnancy Center holds
parenting classes two nights a week that end with a Bible study. All parents who attend the class earn "Family Bucks,” both for attending the class and for
attending Bible study. These "Family Bucks" can then be spent at the Cleburne Thrift Store on clothing, household items, baby equipment, etc. In addition, | told
him that we frequently have attendees who have a criminal record--which was the exact group of people he had felt God had wanted him to reach with this
building, as it is right next door to the Adult Probation office.

But the story still gets better. Better, you say? Yes, as this building is an older building, one that has been vacant for a while, it needs some definite
renovation.* Do you know what David then said? Not only would he donate the building for FREE, he said he would also give us a check for $10,000 to begin
renovations on the building. (And he has already been recruiting more from other businesses!)

| know this story sounds fictitious (or at least exaggerated) because it is so perfect but that is just the kind of God we serve--One who provides extravagantly for
his lost and hurting children (both the mothers/fathers & the unborn). And One who will go to great lengths to show them His love! And He allows us the great
privilege of being a part of this. He doesn't need us but He wants to make us a part of His story of redemption and love.

When an unbeliever questioned David about this GENEROUS, “illogical” donation, David simply told him, "But you see--the building never belonged to me in the
first place. It has always belonged to the Cleburne Pregnancy Center. God just allowed me to hold it for a while to be used as part of His plan!!!"

I do not think it is an accident that this all happened the same month (almost to the week) that the Health Care bill passed. The gray lines of abortion
have been erased. Many pregnant girls are going to want to know--"Is what | am carrying really a baby or not?” One group says it is. Another group says it's
not. Abortion was illegal. Now it's legal. In fact, the government will now even pay for it. | believe that many, many girls are going to come to the Cleburne
Pregnancy Center for answers. They will want to see the answer with their own eyes. And we are the blessed ones to be able to participate in the moment they
see the Truth for themselves.

February 25th was indeed a moving evening for the ministry of the Cleburne Pregnancy Center. Welcomed by a full house,
Jill Stanek (a former nurse witnessing the atrocities of failed abortions) rallied all of us in our call fo preserve life. As one
banquet attendee shared, "I needed to have my passion reignited because over fime it is so easy to lose your fervor.
Hearing these stories reminds you why we are in the fight for life. " Jill's speaking, combined with two live sonograms and
testimonies, left an impression that will not easily be forgotten. One attendee remarked how, before seeing the live
Sonogram, she was “on the fence" about the issue of abortion but realizes that there is ho middle ground when it comes to
the life in front of her very eyes.

Imagine the power of seeing your child move before your very eyes when you are trying to make this choice.. The “"In His
Hands" banquet introduced the new “"Window to the Womb” project and outlined plans to begin doing sonograms right on
site at the Cleburne Pregnancy Center. As we shared at the Banquet, we planned to move forward with this project IN His
Timing and THROUGH His Provision. Then, six weeks later, God began to boldly lead the way when He provided the larger
space (to add this medical service) and the greater visibility in the FREE new building at the main intersection of town! (See
the front article to learn more...) We laughed when we realized He had decided to switch Phase 2 (provide physical
renovations to the facility) with Phase 1 (provide sonogram machine). We had originally told Him we wanted to do things His
Way in His timing and His Way definitely surpassed our plans!

All of this said, it is crucial to remember how GRACE and FORGIVENESS fit into this picture. One of our volunteers shared
that years before she, too, had been deceived into thinking her abortion was no different than having her appendix taken
out. This would have been much harder for her to believe, had she seen her child within her. She explained how God's grace
covered her and then freed her to share her story with the clients coming into the pregnancy center, as she wished someone
had done with her.
